This month, I would like to go over the changes that may have
an effect on our Lodge if they are passed this coming July.

 means that we would have the option of only having one.
Another change that affects Lodge meetings is the option to
shorten the Opening and Closing Rituals. If these changes
are accepted at Grand Lodge, we would have to amend our
by-laws for them to have any effect on our Lodge meetings.

Another proposal is to allow for one Community Program to
be solely identified as “Elks-sponsored”. This would
allow us to choose or create a program that will
identify us in our community and improve our
image.

I would like to hear from you about what you think
about the proposed changes so that I can
accurately represent our members in Phoenix.

morning!

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Government Relations Awaken

America’s leaders may have known for generations about the Order
of Elks as a valuable resource whenever volunteerism and good
citizenship were required to solve a problem beyond the capacity of
government agencies, but in the comparatively tranquil periods
between national emergencies, these administrators of the greatest
nation on earth refocused on the application of its laws and policies
for the good of all citizens. It is understandable that, in a task of such
magnitude, decisions can be made and actions taken which overlook
the impact which can result for a particular segment of the population,
including organizations such as ours. The Elks, recognizing that
democracy must have a constant input and interaction between those
governing and those governed to remain productive and progressive,
decided on a new course of action which would go far beyond providing
information on our outpourings of assistance.

Out of the same adaptive spirit which had brought us through a
century of changes, the Elks spearheaded the formation of a multi-
organizational coalition to monitor national and state bills which, if
passed, would hamper the internal processes of each of the member
organizations by which their respective services to society were
generated. Called CONPOR - Conference of Private Organizations, this
agency since 1977 has spoken out to government officials and agencies
to clarify the role of America’s community-service associations, as well
as alert its member societies, religious and veterans groups to the need
for write-in campaigns to legislators from the full memberships of each.

It was in response to recommendations from this agency that the
Elks additionally created its own Government Relations Committee in
1979 to guide monitoring of local legislation at the Lodge/community
level, another critical area. A new national committee to both train
the members in public relations techniques and also carry the Order’s
true nature to the public was created in 1981, but time marches on
and already the next test of Elkdom’s durability was gathering on the
horizon.

Although the economic “downturn” of the 80s and 90s was
measurably less traumatic than the 1929 Depression, its effect on the
Order’s membership was nearly as distressing. While the passing of
elderly Elks was beyond anyone’s control as always, the younger Elks
who had taken up the torch of supporting our programs faced bitter
prospects. Many of them—caught in the “retrenching” and
“downsizing” waves which carried tens of thousands of employees off
of the payrolls of heretofore solid companies—had little choice but to
forsake their memberships. The lot of many potential members was
just as chaotic and our ranks lost large numbers with no replacements
to balance the outflow. The future seemed uncertain.

Tomorrow’s Promise

Despite this maelstrom of shrinking memberships surrounding all
service organizations, the Elks continued their agenda of Charity with
increased dedication throughout the l980s, and the Order passed the
One-Billion-Dollar milestone in benevolent expenditures as of 1990.

A unique example of the Elks spirit, the Restoration of the Statue
of Liberty, occurred in this period. A gift of the French people in 1886,
a centennial program was forming up for October of 1986, but the
Statue and Ellis Island around it were in great need of repairs, far beyond
the scope of available government funds. President Ronald Reagan
announced the formation of the Statue of Liberty Foundation in May
of 1982 and appointed Lee lacocca as the national chairman. Before

 fund-raising had even officially begun, the Order of Elks was the first
organization to pledge its support by telegram to the White House.
Shortly thereafter at the national convention gathered in Honolulu, GER
Marvin Lewis requested the help of the assembled Elks. Incoming
Americanism Committee Chairman Vincent R. Collura (later to become
a Grand Trustee and Grand Exalted Ruler himself) presented a resolution
authorizing a donation of one million dollars which passed with a
resounding ovation. Collura was appointed as the Order’s national
contributions coordinator, and under his guidance over $1½ million was
handed over to the Statue of Liberty Foundation on behalf of the Order
and its members, all proud Americans.

This modem testament to the true nature of Elkdom markedly
increased the respect held for our Order in the non-Elk world. Then
several factors affecting our destiny made their entrance.

Problem: The development of a global economy placed America in
a new era of industrial competition which tightened purse-strings from
the mid-80s onward and resulted in government cutbacks in a broad
spectrum of assistance programs.

Answer: the need for more volunteer programs to supplant them,
an area in which Elkdom had pioneered since 1868, and President Reagan
and his successors called the nation’s attention to our example with ever-
increasing frequency.

Problem: The growth of a world-wide drug abuse problem was
endangering the youth of every American community beyond the power
of any government agency to single-handedly eliminate or even slow
down.

Answer: The Elks Drug Awareness program, started in 1983, grew
phenomenally with the full support of our members. Joined with other
groups as the vanguard of a nation-wide non-abuse task force, the Elks
won the gratitude of millions of concerned parents and teachers, but
most importantly also taught millions of youngsters to avoid substance
abuse, giving them the opportunity for happy and productive lifetimes.

Problem: While the Officers and Lodges of our Order had been
instructed from the beginning on the proper methods to keep track of
internal operations and finances, no systematic approach had ever been
devised for tabulating the full picture of Elkdom’s contributions except
for sketchy guesswork at each year’s end.

Answer: The introduction of the Charity Record Book in 1992 for
the first time permitted each Lodge to know exactly what impact it had
had on its surrounding community and citizenry. This clearly showed
that the just-achieved Billion-Dollar-Mark was only a fraction of the good
we really had done. The first year’s results, even though admittedly
incomplete due to the learning process, tallied 166 million dollars in cash,
hours and miles, as compared to 86 million the prior year. 1993 produced
204 million dollars’ worth, despite our membership having dropped by
300,000 members or 20% since 1980.

America and Elkdom are now facing the changes of the new
millennium. But we are both mature partners, having survived great wars
and natural disasters through cooperation, and our destinies are linked
in respect. Countries around the world are looking to our nation to teach
them the power of Democracy, and to Elkdom to teach them the power
of volunteerism and caring, both vitally necessary building blocks for
the future of human civilization. Whatever obstacles may arise, the
Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks of the United States of America,
believing firmly in the strength of the American family and the capabilities
of our youth, and the limitless potential of our nation, will grow in charity
and thrive in bonds of mutual friendship.
